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Composition:
Diclofenac sodium – This is an NSAID (a non-steroidal anti-inflammatory drug) that helps in reducing pain, inflammation, and joint stiffness in arthritis. 
The mechanism of action for this drug is the inhibition of COX 1 and 2 enzymes for the production of prostaglandins. 
To reduce the risk of a gastric ulcer due to NSAID use, it is given in combination with misoprostol. For several causes of acute and chronic pain and inflammation, diclofenac sodium is the first line of treatment.
